WHEREAS, after notice duly published a public hearing
was held before the Planning and Zoning Board on July 12, at
which hearing all interested persons were afforded an opportunity
to be heard, and the Board recommended that a conpromse be
achi eved on the wording of the proposed amendnent to the "Zoning
Code" regulating coonmercial filmng in residential districts; and

WHEREAS, the Gty Commssion after due consideration at
its regular neeting of August 29, 1995, approved the proposed
anendnent on first reading, and requested certain further

conditions and restrictions to be included prior to second
reading;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT CRDAINED BY THE COW SSI ON CF THE
ATY G- OORAL GABLES:

SECTION 1. That Odinance No. 1525, as anended and
known as the "Zoning Code" is hereby anended as i1t pertains to
Article VI - QOOND TIONAL USES, adding Section 6-15, "COMMERCIAL
FI LM NG I N RESI DENTI AL DISTRICTS," establishing criteria and
limting filmng and photography in residential districts, as
herei nafter set forth.

ARTI CLE VI - CONDI TI ONAL USES

SECTION 6-15. OOWERC AL PHOTOGRAPHY | N RESI DENTI AL

DO STR CTS. Commer ci al phot ography, which includes still

phot ogr aphy, commercials and nmajor notion picture filmng or
video, shall be permtted as a conditional use on the
premses of private residential property zoned "R," "D" or
"A," subject to the following conditions and restrictions:

(@) No commercial photography shall be conducted in
residential districts without a permt fromthe
Aty Manager’'s Office. The owner or |essee of the
property upon which the photography is being
conducted or a representative of the production
conpany, wth the owner’s witten approval, nay
obtai n such permit.
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The permt shall be available for inspection at
the site on which the photography 1s to occur.
Uoon the request of any police officer or code
enforcenment officer of the Gty, the owner, |essee
or representative of the production conpany shal
exhibit such permit.

The following limtations on the nunber and type
of permts issued annually shall be enforced:

1. Still photography shoots that are entirely
contained inside the residential structure
can be conducted without a permit.

2 Large still photograph shoots that are not
entirely contained within the residential
structure and conmmercials or
corporate/industrial filmng recorded on
video or notion picture film shall be Iimted
to twelve (12) permts per year for the sane
property, Wth a maxi mumof three (3) con-
secutive days allowed per permit.

3. Maj or notion pictures or television prograns
recorded on video or notion picture film
shall be limted to three (3) permts per
year for the same property and only one
permt shall be issued during any thirty (30)
day period. Each permt shall be issued for
a maxi num of fourteen (14) consecutive days,
with a maxi num of twenty-eight (28) permtted
days all owed per year for the sane property.

4 Permtted days which are cancel ed due to
ci rcunst ances beyond the control of the
production conpany, such as bad weat her days,
shall extend the nunber of permtted days by
t he nunber so cancel ed, w thout penalty.

It is the intention of this section to protect
residential areas from undue intrusions associated
with commercial photography. The Gty Manager may
approve, disapprove, or approve wth appropriate
conditions, any permt applied for under this
section. Conditions inposed as terns under which
a permt is issued may include, but are not limt-
ed to, the follow ng:

1. Advance notification of forty-eight (48

hours in a form approved by the Gty Mnager
to adj acent nei ghborhood properties for |arge
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(f)

still photography, comercial or corporate
industrial filmng. Advance notification of
ten (10) days in a form approved by the City
Manager to a homeowner or community
association, or if none exists, to adjacent
nei ghbor hood properties, for major notion

pi ctures or television program fil m ng;

Hring of off-duty police officers to
supervise traffic and other matters when the
public right-of-way is utilized for f£ilm
purposes;

Hring of off-duty police officers to provide
security and control of shoots on private
property.

Limtations on nunber and | ocation of
vehicles or trailers parked on the street or
swal e area or adjacent or contiguous
properties used in the shoot;

Limtations on the daily hours or specific
ti mes when commerci al photography i1s to take
pl ace when such Iimtations are necessary to
limt disruption to the neighborhood;

S mlar conditions or limtations which are
necessary to protect the nei ghborhood from
undue i ntrusions.

Conpl i ance with the Noi se Ordi nance, unless
ot herwi se conditionally approved by the Gty
Manager.

The followi ng fee schedule shall be in effect for
commer ci al photography in residential districts:

Still photography shoots that are entirely
contained within the residential structure
shall not require a permit.

Large still photography shoots and
commercials or corporate/industrial filmng
recorded on video or notion picture film
Permt per site, two hundred twenty-five
dollars ($225.00).

Maj or notion pictures: Permt per site per

day, two hundred twenty-five dollars
($225.00) .
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4. Future adjustments to the above fee schedul e
shall be made fromtine to time by the City
Manager as appropriate, given the then
current conditions.

(g9 Aty Code Secs. 22-188 through 22-191 shall apply
for all Commercial photography on public |ands or
rights-of-way.

(h) The caity Manager nmay i medi ately revoke any permt
for violation of any part of this section or any
permt condition.

(i) The Gty Manager nmay refuse to issue any permt
applied for 1f there has been evi dence that
previ ous photography at the sane |ocation created
a disruptive situation in the neighborhood.

(3) The Gty Manager nay refuse to issue any permt
applied for if, on previous occasions, the conmmer-
ci al phot ography conpany has viol ated conditions
or restrictions of permts issued under this
section.

(k) The City Manager nay issue adm nistrative
vari ances to these conditions to accommobdat e
unusual circumstances.

SECTION 3. That this ordinance shall beconme effective
thirty (30) days fromthe date of its adoption.

SECTION 4. That all ordinances or parts of ordi nances
inconsistent or in conflict herewith shall be and they are hereby
repeal ed insofar as there is conflict or inconsistency.
